Inspection Agreement

IN CONSIDERATION of the fee paid for this inspection, and the services rendered, the Inspection Company and client agree that: the purpose of the inspection is to identify and disclose the visible and apparent condition of the major systems as these conditions prevailed at the time and date of the inspection in the sole opinion of the inspector. The report pertains to readily accessible areas of these included systems. The Inspectors main goal is to look for conditions, that in his sole opinion, pose a “Major Concern” to the structural or mechanical systems and/or components of the property or for significant “Safety Concerns” (a “Major Concern” is defined as one that will potentially cost over $500 to repair and poses a serious detrimental effect to the structure or mechanical systems. A significant (“Safety Concern” is one that is a clear and present danger versus a risk or health affect that may develop over time) The customer acknowledges and agrees that the inspection is not intended to detect and list every minor defect present, and it is agreed that if such an inspection is desired, it is beyond the scope of the “Basic Inspection” and would require additional time and additional fee(s). Cosmetic defects or those defects that would be considered fairly obvious to the casual observer may not be included in the report.

The guidelines, established by the National Association of Home Inspectors in the NAHI™ “Standards of Practice” and “Code of Ethics”(effective 1990-1.2004; copyright 2004), are used as a basis for the inspection. Furniture, appliances, items in storage, etc., are not moved for the inspection. The home is not specifically inspected for compliance with the various governmental or non-governmental codes of regulations. The “Basic Inspection” does not include water, air, soil, pest or materials analysis, including those for health of environmental considerations, (I.E. Asbestos, Radon, UFFI, Water pollutants, or Lead Contaminants). The inspection is essentially visual; it is based upon the opinion of the inspector and it is not meant to be technically exhaustive. Latent and concealed defects and deficiencies are excluded from the report. The home is not specifically inspected for termite infestation. However, if any termite damage is observed, it will be stated in the report. This report is not meant to be a warranty or guarantee, express or implied, of adequacy or performance of structures, systems, or their component parts. The premises and/or systems may be in functional when examined, but might later malfunction or their condition may change. Because of this, the customer agrees to do a “pre-closing walk-through examination” of the property 48-72 hours prior to closing to insure that all systems/components are still functional. If a problem is later discovered, a copy of the “pre-closing walk through checklist” must accompany the customers written correspondence to us describing the problem. The customers failure to conduct a “pre-closing walk through checklist” and return a copy of the “pre-closing checklist” to our office within 15 days of closing will void any further responsibility or consideration by the Inspection Company

The following exterior items are not included in a basic home inspection: swimming pools/spas/hot tubs and their related equipment or fixtures, solar heating systems, sewage lagoons, septic systems, private wells, low voltage/security/motion lights, outbuildings or sheds, trees and/or shrubs, landscaping, sprinkler systems, patio equipment, patio covers, fences or gates, decorative walls or retaining walls, and alarm systems.

The following interior items are not included in a basic home inspection: window air conditioners, fireplace inserts, wood stoves/furnaces, refrigerators/freezers, central-vacuum systems, gas space-heaters, portable appliances, electronic air-cleaners, de-humidifiers, humidifiers, alarms, security systems/intercoms, water softeners/conditioners/filters, fireplace or chimney or chimney flues, laundry fixtures and/or equipment.

Certain built-in kitchen appliances are turned-on as a courtesy to see if they work, but this is an operational check only and not technically exhaustive. For example, the heating elements of a range or oven are checked to see if they heat up, but oven calibration is beyond the scope of the building inspection. In the same way, refuse is not used to test a garbage disposal; dishes are not washed in the dishwasher, etc.

Wet crawlspaces or those with low headroom are not entered but examined from the access hatch. Attics are examined if an adequate access opening is readily accessible. Verification of any or all of the utilities being on is the customer(s) responsibility. Electrical or mechanical systems that have been shut down are not inspected. In addition, if these systems do not respond to normal user controls, then the system will not be activated or operated. The inspector does not light pilot lights, energize utilities, or examine any systems whose utilities are shut off.

A representative number of windows are spot-checked for normal operation and secure locking. On double-hung windows, only the lower sash is tried. A representative number of electrical outlets, switches, and fixtures are spot-checked for operation.

Settlement, Cracks, Bowing, and Foundation Movement: Our report is limited to those conditions that were observed during the inspection. The critical question in evaluating any crack or movement is whether the condition has stabilized or is ongoing. This cannot be determined in a single inspection. As a condition of the inspection, the customer agrees to monitor any crack or foundation movement to determine if the condition is ongoing. If an ongoing condition is detected, the advice of a professional engineer or competent foundation contractor should be sought. 

Heating systems are checked for proper operation. Heat pumps are not activated when the ambient temperatures is above 65 degrees, as damage to the compressor may result (if this concerns the customer, we suggest buying a warranty or asking the owner to warrant the unit for a one time start-up in cooler weather).  Normal burner and fan (if present) operation is verified. Heat exchangers are 90% hidden from view and aren’t inspected during this limited type of inspection. Although their general condition may be noted. Accessories like humidifiers, electronic air cleaners, etc., are not inspected, although their general condition may be noted.

Central cooling systems are not activated when the ambient temperature is below 65 degrees, as damage to the compressor may result due to the lack of lubrication (if this concerns the customer, we suggest buying a warranty or asking the owner to warrant the unit for a one time start-up in warmer weather). When the outside temperature is moderate, the cooling power of the system can only be estimated, as there is no load on the system in such circumstances. Gas-fired cooling systems are uncommon in the Midwest region, and they are not inspected. 

This report is for the sole benefit of the named customer. Third parties that utilize the contents of this report for their own use, do so at their own risk, and assume all risk and liabilities of such action. If the customer fails to further investigate problems or conditions noted in the report, or fails to have further analysis recommended by the report, the customer agrees to assume all responsibility and liability for such action. 

It is understood and agreed to by all parties that the Inspection Company is not an insurer and is not insuring the property inspected against defects or the future condition of the property, its structural components, or its various plumbing, mechanical and/or electrical systems. Every property will have flaws or defects not identified in the report – property ownership brings risks. We can reduce your risk in purchasing, but we can’t eliminate the risk, nor are we assuming it for the minimal amount of the inspection fee. As part of this agreement the customers agrees to allocate up to 2% of the sales price to pay for any unforeseen repairs that may occur during the first 3 years of ownership.

In the event that the customer feels that there has been a major misrepresentation of the property or its components by the Inspection Company, the customer agrees to notify the Inspection Company in writing within 30 days following this discover, and to allow the Inspection Company 30 days following this discovery, and to allow the Inspection Company 30 days to re-examine these conditions prior to making any remedial repair or changing the prevailing conditions (unless due to a life threatening situation). Failure to do so will void any further responsibility or assistance of the Inspection Company.

If the customer or any 3rd party claim we were negligent in making the inspection and/or preparing the report, or if the customer is not satisfied we have satisfied our obligations & duties under this inspection agreement, all parties agree any claim against the Inspection Company will be limited to no more than the fee paid for their services. If the property is being sold with a 3rd party warranty, any claim must be filed against the warranty not the Inspection Company. Claims for concealed conditions (intentional or otherwise), must be made against the seller of the property or warranty company, not against the Inspection Company.

In any arbitration or legal action in which we are found to be without fault, the customer(s) agree to reimburse the Inspection Company for any attorney’s fees incurred in their defense of the proceeding. If any clause in the agreement is found to be not valid by a court of law, this will not invalidate any other portion of the agreement.
